The idea involved an open marketplace for instructors to incorporate into their curriculum to allow students to actually freelance themselves to bid on actual projects for experience, lessons learned as well as the start of networking themselves with various corporations and other professionals.  It has now come to fruition.

Our overall reasoning for this type of resource is we can place our college students at an advantage with respect to their career field by incorporating and allowing exposure to real world examples in their curriculum.  By the time students are ready to graduate and are deciding upon internships, they will have had a vast array of real world experiences to build upon and a better ability to hit the ground running as a valuable asset to the chosen company for their internship.  I was very fortunate being in the military with respect to completing a degree plan of which I was already learning about on the job.  This allowed for me to close any gap in a real-time atmosphere which can be of great benefit as a student is progressing through their collegiate years.

Example: Student X (or group of students) is currently enrolled in an IT website development course.  The instructor adds a real world project where the student(s) subscribe to CertificationPoint.Org and bid on projects in their area of study and sell themselves to prospective companies requiring services that a student is capable of completing.  Upon being awarded the project, the student works with the company on the details until completion and is paid for their services.
